10th National Conference on Swastyayani held at

Balasore, Orissa on January 22-24, 2010
Tenth National Conference on Swastyayani was held at Balasore in Orissa during 22-24 January 2010. The theme of the Conference was: “Ideological Aspects of Sri Sri Thakur in Providing Solution to Present Day Issues”. The Conference was hosted by Sri Guru Anukulashram at Balasore.
Sri Guru Anukulashram, Balasore was established in 1965 by Ritwikdev Sushil Ranjan Das. The devotional seed that was sown by Ritwikdev Sushil Ranjan in the environment of the Ashram complex today is poised to give a new shape to the Satsang movement. Not only has the Ashram been able to maintain the devotional sanctity that is paramount for any Ashram, it has been able to create a platform that aims to preserve Sri Sri Thakur’s ideology undistorted for times to come. The uniqueness of the place is vindicated by the samadhi-temple that hoists the Arya-kristi flag, sending the ripples of super consciousness to arise in the mind of humanity in its evolutionary march.

Delegates for the Conference marked their presence on 22nd January 2010. About 60 delegates representing Orissa, West Bengal, Jharkhand, Bihar, Maharashtra and Delhi participated. The scientific sessions were held on January 23rd and 24th 2010. The conference got wide coverage through three Oriya dailies (Samaaj, Sambaad and Aji kali) with photographs.   

23rd January, 2010 (Day 1)

The Conference started with Jaagarani (awakening hymn) and Usha-Kirton (morning devotional song recital). Then delegates participated in hour-long mass meditation, followed by mass prayer with Aahwani. Then the Arya-krusti flag was unfurled by Reverend Bidyut Ranjan Chakravarty, the grandson of Sri Sri Thakur. The significance of the Arya krusti flag was narrated by Sri Paresh Chandra Patra. The four colours depict the four Varnas who are tied together through the Ideal. The event was followed by worship of the holy footwear of Sri Sri Thakur that was carried out by Sri Sripati Kumar Panda. 

Inauguration
The conference began with the welcome note by local organizer Dr. Umesh Chandra Patra, who is Professor and Head of Department of Hepatology, SCB Medical College, Cuttack. This was followed by inauguration by Reverend Bidyut Ranjan Chakravarty by lighting a ceremonial lamp. Dr. Buddhadev Chakravarty, another grandson of Sri Sri Thakur also joined in the inauguration by lighting ceremonial lamp and offering floral tribute at the holy feet of Sri Sri Thakur. Reverend Bidyut Ranjan in his inaugural address mentioned the need to accept Swastyayani Vrata voluntarily. The vrata provides a package for all round development of personality while providing scope for economic prosperity of the society.

Dr. Tapan Kumar Jena, convener of National Swastyayani Conference and also Professor in the School of Health Science, Indira Gandhi national Open University (IGNOU), New Delhi briefly outlined an account of decade long journey of the conference. The conference started in 1998 in an attempt to understand the intent and operating principles of Swastyayani vrata, as formulated by Sri Sri Thakur in 1937. The Conference today is poised to dive deep into the wider scope of Swastyayani Vrat, initiating a chain of activities and research, and together all these herald the beginning of a new era in Satsang movement.

His Holiness Sri Bidyut Ranjan Chakravarty released a book titled ‘Providential Prose’ which is a collection of 12 articles written by Dr. Buddhadev Chakraborty. That was followed by release of another book titled ‘Sri Sri Thakur Anukul Chandra: The man who knew my mind and loved me the most’, Vol II, which is also collection of 10 articles narrating the experiences of the author Ritwikdev Sushil Ranjan Das. Both the books are published by the ‘Institute of Indo-Aryan Studies’. On the occasion of the release of his book, Dr. Buddhadev Chakravarty mentioned that he used to write poems during his student career, which was encouraged by Sri Sri Thakur. He started writing articles after he witnessed disturbances in the Satsang movement and especially after the demise of his father Sri Bibek Ranjan Chakravarty for Saptarchi, a Bengali monthly published from Bibek Bitan. His writings are primarily intended to make people understand Sri Sri Thakur and His ideology in a manner to make the ideology relevant to our life and society.

After the releasing ceremony of 2 books and a souvenir, delegates were introduced by representatives from the respective states.

Dr. Debesh Chandra Patra, a Ritwik and Manager in the Bharat Petroleum, Mumbai set the tone of the conference by requesting the delegates to articulate their expectations from the conference and the action plan that they have in their mind so that the conference could lead towards the resolutions and promise for the future.

Scientific Sessions

The scientific sessions aimed at participatory discussions. Each session had two speakers to introduce the topic in two different languages for the benefit of the delegates from different states. Artists from different areas sang devotional songs, which used to keep the environment charged for discussion. Mrs.  & Mr. Harulal Sarkar, a radio artist from Kolkata, Mrs. & Mr. Gangadhar Das from Sambalpur, Sri Ghanshyam Das, Sri Bansidhar Mandal, Sri Atul Kumar Patra, Gayadhar Das, Ms. Sita Rani Das, Ms. Kavita Singh and others participated on different occasions. 

Ishtavriti-Swastyayani

Sri Gopal Rai, a Ritwik form Samastipur presented a discourse on purnanga-Ishatavriti. With quotes from Gita, he highlighted that a person taking food without offering to Lord actually commits sin. So, concept of Ishtavriti is there from old times. In earlier periods, the kings used to carry on their head the bhojya for their guru. Ishtavriti increases the ability of a person. Shri Bana Bihari Pradhan, a Ritwik and a teacher from Orissa mentioned that in our social traditions, people used to offer the first fruit of a plant, the first milk of a cow to the temple. It highlights that Ishtavriti must be offered before feeding ourselves. 

Following the above two briefings, discussions took place in a charged atmosphere. A brief summary of the discussions is mentioned below:

Q: What is Swastyayani Kabacha (amulet)? Why white flower is prescribed for worship?

Ans:  White colour is the combination of all colours.  As per scriptures, white flower is offered to Lord Vishnu. As Sri Sri Thakur is the representative of Lord Vishnu, white flower is offered to him. Moreover, red or blood represents cruelty, which Sri Sri Thakur was not able to stand. 

Flower should not be put to water. Flower should be held on water and the Swastyayani mantra be chanted. Then flower be offered and water be drank.

The Swastyayani kabacha (amulet) is prepared after purifying the metal as per scriptural guidelines. The Swastyayani flower is kept in it. 

Q: What is the need for Swastyayani amulet? 

Ans: Swastyayani amulet an alternate aid to prevent harmful affects of planets. It carries in finer sense the power of swastyayani vrata.   

Q: What happens if one uses Swastyayani amulet but leads a life contrary to Thakur’s sayings? 

Ans:  Sri Sri Thakur clearly tells that chalan hara charan puja has no meaning. So, the way to overcome the effects of planets is not just amulet, but to follow swastyayani principles ardently and actively.

Q: How to dispose the flower used during Swastyayani?

Ans:  Flower has to be disposed in a holy river or be dug inside soil. It should not be thrown indiscriminately.

Q: What is the meaning of the phrase ‘tabanukulam yadi satyakaamam, muhuh krupaya kuru karma nistham’ ?

Ans:  Yadi kaamam satya tab anukulam, krupaya muhuh kuru karma nistham. It means, if (my) desires are sat (nurturing to satta) and favorable to you (your establishment), then kindly again and again adhere me to activities.

Q: How much should the Swastyayani amount be increased if we increase Ishtavriti?

Ans:  Amount of Swastyayani should be more than double that of the Ishtavriti. 

Q: Which one was introduced first? Ishtavriti or Swastyayani?

Ans:  Swastyayani vrat was introduced first in later parts of 1937 and Ishtavriti in its formal practice was introduced in Oct.1938, after the 2nd Ritwik adhibesan. 

Q: How did Swastyayani Vrata start?

Ans:  Anantanath Maharaj used to maintain expenses of 20-25 families living in Ashram. After his death, Sri Sri Thakur wanted to arrange persons who could donate Rs.3/- per month and the ‘Arghya-patra’ was introduced. Sri Sri Thakur wanted to find a process so that prosperity of these helping people goes unabated. As an outcome of this, Swastyayani scheme came to his mind.

Q: Can we invest Swastyayani seed money in UTI or other policies instead of buying land?

Ans:  Swastyayani seed money should not be invested in anything where there is a possibility of loss. Converting the seed money to landed property is the ultimate goal till the whole of world is converted to Swastyayani property.

Q: Was there Swastyayani before Sri Sri Thakur’s advent?

Ans: Manu Samhita mentions that for prosperity, there is nothing better than Swastyayani as it prevents inversion of intelligence. Sri Sri Thakur streamlined the whole thing and explained the mechanism that adherence to Ista with adjustment of all complexes will prevent inversion of intelligence. Moreover, he has simplified the process. Sri Sri Thakur has named Swastyayani as the mightiest daughter of Lord Shiv.

Q: Can social issues be solved through Swastyayani movement?

Ans: Swastyayani vrat leads to transformation of individuals in concordance with environment. It has in it an economic mechanism that engulfs psycho-industrial process, which would go long way in solving socio-economic issues. Unconditional love and unconditional forgiveness could help in this regard.

Q: Does Swastyayani mantra work like autosuggestion?

Ans: Thought leads to action and action results in achievements. So, autosuggestion has a mechanism for achievements. However, a mantra has its own dynamics of action. Hence, as swastyayani is a mantra, autosuggestion could at best be one of the processes of action. Sri Sri Thakur as given a set of ‘solemn pledges’ (swatah anugyna), which are akin to auto suggestion. 

 Compatible Marriage

Sri Mukesh Kumar Srivastava, a Ritwik form Samastipur (Bihar) briefly highlighted the importance of compatibility in marriage. He compared incompatible marriage to that of snake bite at head which you can not sacrifice unlike snake bite at peripheral parts. A male has to follow the Ideal. When a female is attached to such a male, good progeny is possible. Compatibility must be in terms of Varna, heredity, health, behaviour and attitude, education and activity (karma). Sri Paresh Chandra Patra, a teacher and a Ritwik from Barbatia (Orissa) emphasized the need of both male and female fulfilling each other. After the briefing,  following discussions took place:

Q: What to do if the age of bride is more than the groom?

Ans: Marriage is not allowed in such a scenario. If they are already married, they could have a child if here is no mismatch of Varna.

Q: What to do if horoscope does not match though other criteria match?

Ans: Sri Sri Thakur says not to be too much dependent on horoscope. Marriage could take place if compatibility in varna and other criteria are fulfilled.

Q: What is the condition for inter-caste marriage?

Ans: Inter-caste hypergamous (anuloma) marriage is allowed only after solemnization of savarna marriage.

Q: How to know about one’s Varna where forefathers have undertaken inter-caste marriages?

Ans: It is a difficult task if Varna is not known. In that situation careful observation of one’s character could lead to assessment of Varna.

Q: What is Gotra?

Ans: Gotra is named after gotrakaar rishis. From a rishi, the sons by culture and sons by birth will have the same Gotra. So, same gotra could be found in all varnas. Marriage between same Gotra is considered to be sanguinal and hence be avoided.

Q: What is Prabara?

Ans: Some developed personality could be born within a Gotra. Sons by culture and sons by birth of that personality form a separate prabara within the gotra. Some Gotra may not have any prabara and some Gotra have many prabaras.

Open Session

In the post Anad-bazar (community lunch) session, a quiz competition was held to experiment it as a possible process to discuss Sri Sri Thakur’s literature and ideology in a jubilant manner. Dr. Debesh Chandra Patra conducted the quiz. Persons who are actively reading Sri Sri Thakur’s literature were only allowed to participate. The participants were divided into four groups at random. Groups were named after the places associated with Sri Sri Thakur’s early life i.e. Himaitpur, Kustiya, Bajitpur and Kashipur. Each group had about 6 to 7 participants of all age groups. 32 questions covering a variety of important events and issues were projected through LCD projector and the answers were discussed in detail after the answer time was over. Selected participants were awarded prizes. The experiment was highly appreciated by all. The technique could be adopted in different forums in future.

Vani Yagna

Sri Sri Thakur has left behind 23,423 sayings in poetry format including 2,735 in English. As per His instruction, 10,392 verses told in a series since May 10, 1948 till Dec.24, 1968 in Bengali are recorded with a serial number along with time and date of the saying. An attempt was made to experiment with the process of interpreting the verses in public forum. The aim is to encourage reading of his verses and if possible, organize events to read and interpret his verses as it is done for past prophets.
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After the evening mass prayer, Sri Madhusudan Dash, a Ritwik from Balasore (Orissa) and Sri Gopal Rai, a Ritwik from Samastipur (Bihar) discussed 2-3 vani each. It was felt that sepa








































































































rate event for the purpose may be more effective.

Satsang Adhibesan

In the evening session, three speakers discussed on the topic ‘Literacy is not education’.  Sri Nikhilesh Dey Mandal, a Ritwik from Deoghar with examples from Thakur’s life-time explained (in Bengali) that education is building of habit and behaviour. Dr. Bharat Vachharajani from Mumbai highlighted (in Hindi) the following points:

· Educational line should be decided according to the instinct of the child. 

· If a child does not read well, then the teacher is to be made responsible.

· Degrees are important. But more important are the habits and behaviour.

· During adolescent age, an Ideal should be in front so that it is easier to adjust complexes.

Dr. Debesh Ch. Patra from Mumbai mentioned (in Oriya) that education is a matter of evolution. It is not a matter to be confined into curriculum and formal class room education. As there is no alternative to the current formal educational system, representation should be made at appropriate forums for educational reform. He also mentioned that whatever a child wants to learn, he/she should learn with excellence. Education is the kruiti-sambeg (urge for achievement). One learns through experiments and from mistakes. 

24th January, 2010 (Day 2)

The 2nd day of the Conference had the similar initial events that included Jaagarani, Usha-Kirton and an hour-long mass meditation, followed by congregational prayer with Aahwani.  This was followed by Vani yagna in which few verses on Ishtavriti and Swastyayani was read from Jajanika and was interpreted with participation of delegates.

This was followed by a quick feedback session on future activities for establishing Sri Sri Thakur in the Society. Every delegate was asked to identify two issues that were there in their priority list and then have a small group discussion before finalizing the group feedback. These feedbacks were collected and analyzed and later presented in the evening session to the delegates to help in finalizing the resolutions of the conference.

Research for Swastyayana

Sri Sri Thakur’s sayings are revolutionary in nature, impregnated with eternal principles that are to be presented to the society in a scientific and logical manner, so as to help them understand and follow. This needs a lot of research effort and hence needs cooperation of not only intellectuals but also experienced devotees who have seen and realized Sri Sri Thakur in their life time. ‘Institute of Indo Aryan Studies’ set up in 2009 has provided a platform to consolidate the scientific input and coordinate research for future.

Dr. Tapan Kumar Jena while trying to demystify research told the mass that they all had the potential to contribute in research activity of Sri Sri Thakur. He presented some of the research tips that Sri Sri Thakur wanted to be carried out in fields of biology, reproductive biology, medicine, history, astrology, physics etc. He mentioned that we could throw challenge to mainstream intelligentsia to do research on the hypothesis provided by Sri Sri Thakur and prove them to be wrong, if they can. This will help to increase the horizon of research activities.

Dr. Debesh Ch. Patra requested the delegates to utilize the platform of ‘Institute of Indo Aryan Studies’ and desired leadership to emerge in this direction so that Sri Sri Thakur is established in world forum. As time is running away and we may be left with very little persons having seen Sri Sri Thakur in another 20 years time, research must be initiated with earnestness. 

Dr. Buddhadev Chakravarty highlighted that unless we do research with attitude to serve the society, it may not bear fruit. There is no time for looking back. The questions that are arising today were not there earlier. This is what is due to the series of Swastyayani conferences. We have to go on doing our work for the Lord irrespective of what others are doing. The land is still fertile. We have to preserve the sprouting seeds of this fertile land by nurturing them. There is no place of darkness in the worship of the Light. If instincts do not get destroyed, the talent will come to the fore one day. 

Materialising His Desires

Dr. Tapan Kumar Jena from Delhi highlighted some of the desires of Sri Sri Thakur from Sri Sri Thakur’s literature that could be easily implemented if any initiated brother desires. His desire to have pamphlets annotating all points related to marriage, reading of books on  chhada and discuss them in all adhibesans, communicating amongst workers to encourage in yaajan activities, etc does not cost much but go a long way to serve Him. He then invited delegates to express their view points so that concrete steps could be planned to implement some of the desires of Sri Sri Thakur. 

Dr. Umesh Chandra Patra from Cuttack (Orissa) suggested the following steps to be taken towards fulfillment of His desires:

· Till now Swastyayani conference is being organized through initiative of few loosely networked devotees. This could be given the shape of a structure so that the activity could be an annual phenomenon having a mechanism to mobilize funds and participation form far and wide.

· Ensure marriage in our families to take place as per Sri Sri Thakur’s guidelines. The community feeding after marriage should not have non-vegetarian items including onion and garlic.

· Chhada (Sri Sri Thakur’s sayings in verse) be learnt by all initiated people so that important ones could be quoted in full.

· Amount of Swastyayani arghya (offering) be increased substantially so that landed properties could increase and its impact could be visible in society

· Early morning rise must be practiced in all families

Dr. Srikumar Mukherjee, a Ritwik from Ranchi mentioned that Sri Sri Thakur’s work is for all. Now in western countries, Government is requesting mothers to give more time to family so that future progeny and family life improves. We have to emphasize on selective breeding and enrichment of human resource. Quoting data from his Ph.D. work, he mentioned that 98.5% people agree to the Thakur’s concept but are not aware of it. So, it is time to attempt to take Sri Sri Thakur’s message to each and everyone.

Mr. Manoj Pradhan, a ‘mind trainer’ by profession  from Bhubaneshwar (Orissa) compared the people of Sri Sri Thakur’s time trying to handover His message to drive the mass ignorance with that of a burning candle at its fag end appealing to new candles to take up the task of maintaining the light in the midst of darkness. He desired that we must analyze our action plans before going to bed everyday. He suggested following activities as need of hour:

· Satsang be held in each family not on eve of certain occasions but as a routine to infuse Sri Sri Thakur’s ideology. The topics that need to be discussed should include the need for initiation, need of Yajan-yaajan-Ishtavriti-Swsatyayni and their benefit, marriage principles, preprogramming a progeny, etc.

· Workshops need to be organized covering topics like aim of life, why are we born as human being? materialistic benefits through initiation etc. 

· Service be provided to society

Mr. Chandranath Mukherjee from Tatanagar (Bihar) spoke that we are straying away from our culture and are fast adopting the negative aspects of western culture. A lot of damage has already taken place. He cited example and mentioned that the chicken is known as ‘Rampakshi’ and was banned from consumption. But now it is being nurtured in families to supply meat and hence we have invited the disease of bird flu. Even though we know ‘suicide is a great sin’, still it is happening as ideology is changing.  We are whole day crying for our children, wife and relatives but let us at least cry once for Him. We should introspect our planning dawn and night taking ‘tomar atripti kari je bhay’ (I dread your displeasure) as guideline.

Mr. Satyabrata Patra, an engineering student from Bhubaneswar (Orissa) quoted Sri Sri Thakur’s reply to an American in response to his repeated question to Sri Sri Thakur to reveal his identity. Sri Sri Thakur had replied, “I am the Universal identity, Centre of gravity and Unification entity”. He explained some ideological points of Sri Sri Thakur in scientific terms. 

Dr. Tapan Dash, a Ritwik and homeopathic doctor from Kolkata (West Bengal) mentioned Sri Sri Thakur’s idea of taping electricity from ionosphere to solve electricity problem which could easily solve the carbon elimination problem faced by the world. He mentioned about Sri Sri Thakur’s advice of using natural insecticides using plant products. He also hinted that preserving Cerebrospinal fluid (CSF) after death could help in developing immunity. He desired an attempt to be made to develop a 3 year syllabus for 10+2 level. He also suggested for a marriage registry system to be developed to facilitate compatible marriages.

Emphasizing on preserving the genetic base for possibility of birth of great soul, a brother mentioned Sri Sri Thakur’s reply to an American that Prophets are coming in the soil of Bengal because of the existence of a base where they could be born.

Group Work and Future Road Map

After the Anand Bazar (community lunch), the delegates were divided into three groups for working upon the future action plan. Each group made their presentation and other groups interacted. The points suggested are:

Group A
: Preparation of Training Package

Dr. Srikumar Mukherjee made the presentation on behalf of Group A. The group suggested for 2 separate training packages. One for initiated and the other for non-initiated.  The training package could be modular, covering diksha (initiation), education and marriage. Each topic could be imparted in form of 1-2 day workshops targeting at students, teachers and parents. There could be 2-3 hour seminars where duration has to be minimized.

A package developed by Dr. Srikumar Mukherjee, Ranchi for on-line training and modular training could be used for the purpose.

Group B
: Swastyayani State Formation

Dr. Debesh Chandra Patra made presentation on behalf of group B. The group suggested formation of Swastyayani Samiti involving local brothers in the line of the decisions taken in the 7th National conference on Swastyayani at Deoghar. Two estates could be purchased in next one year- one at Nawadeep and the other at Ranchi. The brothers planning Swastyayani estate at Nawadeep will use the sales deed format from Barbatia brothers.

Group C
: Preparing for Mass Yajan

Sri Paresh Chandra Patra made presentation on behalf of group C. The group suggested adaptation of the mass yaajan model that is being practiced at Barbatia. This includes 

· Invite all local people ( initiated or non-initiated) to adhibesans

· Identify and create workers from those of initiated and handover responsibility in a gradual manner so that they understand their responsibility and discharge it properly.

· Plan for larger meeting involving opinion makers. The opinion makers are to be convinced through demonstration of the character and behaviour of initiated people

· Involve mothers and young mass in mobilization process

· Provide service  through ‘Ganasevak Vahini’

· Circulate Sri Sri Thakur’s literature to school students and through media

· Participate in village fairs, exhibitions, etc.

· Share work experience of workers of different areas through participation in activities of different places 

· Highlight the unified link of all past prophets through the speeches and mass propagation

During interaction with the audience and written feedback received from delegates, following additional points emerged:

· Formation of a trainer group is needed to train people

· Small booklets to be developed in different languages especially for children. 

· Young mass in their formative stage search for relief from stress that they undergo. So, solutions given by Sri Sri Thakur for their problems need to be highlighted before them in a scientific manner. It could be through TV talks or website showing solution to frequently asked questions, etc.

· To maintain interest level of local groups, strategy could be developed to ensure interaction with outside brothers at periodic intervals.

· Participation in national level cultural fairs where people have faith in the Indian culture. Target specific topics could be planned and exhibitions/workshops/book stalls etc could be planned in such occasions to reach out to a larger mass in small time.

·  A television serial on Sri Sri Thakur or a film could go a long way

·  A mobile Yaajan unit with solution based approach to social issues will be effective for young mass

· Propagation in villages through drama

· Health camps and other service provisions

· The impression given was that very few are actually reading the magazines 

· A corpus fund to help brothers-in-faith. 

· Self help group for economic uplift

· A series of issue based National conferences

· Construction of a hostel where students will shape their lives on principles of Sri Sri Thakur

· Effective networking with brothers on regular basis so as create an energetic active atmosphere.

Resolutions of 10th National Conference

After mass prayer, some more deliberation took place in the presence of Reverend Bidyut Ranjan Chakravarty and Dr. Buddhadev Chakravarty. Following resolutions were finalized for immediate action:

1. Develop a training curriculum by June, 2010 and carry out a pilot testing to thrash out implementation modalities.

2. Finalize at least one research proposal related to Sri Sri Thakur’s sayings for which Sri Sri Thakur wanted further research to be carried out.

3. Regular networking through internet and mobile phone to be carried out to ensure that active brothers from different states move together as a team.

4. Encourage purchase of more Swastyayani estates

5. Organize Issue based National conferences on five key issues. It could be started as seminars/workshops or as conferences attached to regular functions of different areas or organized separately for the purpose as convenient to the organizer. The responsibility will be as mentioned below:

Marriage and Eugenics

6. Try to revive English quarterly ‘The See-ence’  which could be the publication for issue based conferences

7. Improve regularity of the weekly e-magazine ‘See-ence’.

8. National Conference on Swastyayani will continue. The next one will be tentatively held at Shikharpur, Kolkata in January 2011.

It was decided that from next conference, the Swastyayani conference will aim at disseminating the Swastyayani message of Sri Sri Thakur at mass level. Intellectual activity including research and publication could be carried out in issue based conferences and coordinated by the ‘Institute of Indo-Aryan Studies’.

There will be a provision of registration by all delegates and a registration fee fixed. The registration fee could be made optional so that interested people who are not able to afford a registration fee could also participate.

Valedictory Session

Valedictory address came from Dr. Buddhadev Chakravarty. His voice sounded the hope that keeps us moving ahead, with Sri Sri Thakur’s image in the forefront. He said that Sri Sri Thakur was such a person, whose wish would never be defeated. The scheme like Swastyayani formulated by him will have far reaching impact in time to come. We have to go ahead ceaselessly in putting the principles into practice. He desired that the sweep of these types of Conferences should be widened and strengthened; participation should be increased and deliberations to be taken to the mass level.
